Funding Guidelines

National Youth Week 2013 (Be Active. Be Happy. Be You) is a nation wide celebration of being a young person, and recognises young people’s achievements, positive contributions, values and is also an opportunity for young people to:

· Share ideas;
· Attend live events;
· Have their voices heard on issues of concern to them;
· Showcase their talents;
· Celebrate their contribution to the community;
· Take part in competitions; and

· Have fun!

The Logan City Council National Youth Week 2013 Grant Program provides the young people of Logan, youth and community organisations and services the opportunity to apply for funding to deliver activities during National Youth Week 2013 within Logan City Council boundaries. 

National Youth Week Grants Program
Council’s National Youth Week 2013 Grant Program aims to support youth based events and programs in Logan during National Youth Week:

· Ensuring distribution of youth activities across all divisional areas of Council;
· Collaboration between partnering organisations to deliver an effective program for young people to participate in;
· Provide young people with the opportunity to express their ideas and views, act on issues that affect their lives; and
· Enable youth and the community to undertake events designed, planned and implemented by young people for young people

Mandatory Assessment Criteria
All applications will be assessed against the following criteria:
· Attachment of required documentation with the application;

· Public Liability (Council requires a minimum cover of $20 million)

· Risk Management Plan

· Event Plan

· Funding is for an alcohol and drug free event/program.
· Your event/program is held within Logan City Council boundaries and delivered during NYW from 5th – 14th April 2013.
· No additional funding has been received from Logan City Council (i.e. Festival and Grants / Youth Events Grant) for this event/program.
· Collaborative Approach applicants are to supply a financial breakdown for each partnering organisation providing a service during the event/program. 

· Your event/program objectives and outcomes are clear and concise.
· Your event/program promotes a positive image of young people and showcases their talents and provides opportunities for participation.

· Your event/program is aligned with the theme set for National Youth Week 2013 (Be Active. Be Happy. Be You).

· Your event/program targets, engages and involves Logan young people aged between 12-25 years.
Ineligible Applicants and Activities
Applications may not be eligible for funding under the National Youth Week grant program if:
· You have any outstanding previous un-acquitted funding applications with Logan City Council;

· You have already received funding from Logan City Council for the same event/program;

· It is political in nature or incorporates political activities; 
· It is being operated for commercial purposes;

· It covers day to day operational funding for the organisation;

· It includes any capital expenses, equipment, purchases;
· It commences before grants are awarded, please note that no grants will be awarded retrospectively; and
· The applicant does not have Public Liability Insurance (Minimum $20 million) a Risk Management Plan and a copy of the Event Plan. 
Value of Grant program

The number of grant applications awarded and the value of applications will be at Council's discretion and will reflect the strength of applications and the particular needs of the City. Therefore not all received applications may be fully funded.
Conditions of funding

All applications will be notified of their outcome in writing. Successful applications will be required to comply with the following conditions of funding:
· All grant funding must be used for the purposes outlined, in your application.

· Any variation to the event/program once funding has been approved must be submitted in writing to Logan City Council (Youth Development Officer) prior to any change occurring on the expenditure of grant funds. 

· Collaborative Approach applicants must provide evidence of collaboration with other partnering organisations for the event/program and provide financial breakdowns for each organisation.
· Auspice organisation to approve and sign application form.

· Grant funds must be acquitted within eight (8) weeks on the completion of the project, using Council's National Youth Weeks Outcome and Financial Report form.
· Any funding not expended for the project must be returned to Logan City Council.
· You must acknowledge the support of Logan City Council in all advertising, media and promotional material.
· You must display the National Youth Week Logo in all advertising and on any promotional material.
· You must provide and maintain a current copy of your public liability insurance with Council for the life of the funding application.
· Provide a Risk Management Plan for undertaking the event/program, clearly indicating your organisations requirement for volunteers, paid employees and contractors to hold a positive working with children check. 

· Please note Council reserves the right to include any further conditions of funding, as required.

The information will only be accessed by employees and/or Councillors of Logan City Council. Your information will not be given to any other person or agency unless you have given us permission or we are required by law.
